In an article in The Arizona
Republic, Cityof Sc ot t s
fleet director and Chairman of
the Board for Valley of the
Sun Clean Cities, Danny
Johnson exclaimed that one
of their trash trucks can burn
$25,000 to $35,000 worth of
diesel per year. Since the City
of Scottsdale has always
experimented with new
technology in order to save
money, it was no surprise that
they introduced a hybrid trash
truck to their fleet in February
of this year. After being on the

road for eight months, Danny

has estimated that the hybrid
technology on the truck has
increased the brake life by
about fifty percent and the
fuel economy at least ten
percent.

ElectroMotive Designs
